1. Remove the factory stabilizer from the passenger side bracket.
Loosen the tie rod bracket nuts and move the stabilizer down
and out of the way. Remove the lower trac bar bolt and save.

2. Cut the passenger side stabilizer mounting tabs off (photo 1).

3. Mount the new bracket to the existing hole in the factory
bracket using the supplied
3/8” hardware. Place the trac bar bolt through the bracket for
alignment and tighten the 3/8” bolt (photo 2).

4. Re-attach the lower trac bar and tighten. If the hole doesn’t
align, have an assistant turn the steering to one side or the
other for proper alignment.
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5. Fully extend the stabilizer and measure the exposed rod length.
Mark the rod @ % the total length and collapse stabilizer to that
point (photo 3).

6. Place stabilizer in new bracket and attach with supplied %"
carriage bolt and hardware. Rotate the stabilizer tie rod bracket
upward to align with new bracket and tighten (photo 4).

7. Cycle steering and check all clearances. Adjust as necessary.
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
